Abstract:

The study aimed to identify the reality of agricultural tourism, its characteristics and patterns in the
Ajloun, to reveal the motives of visitors to practice this type of tourism, to identify their social
characteristics, to highlight the challenges arising from agricultural tourism, and to visit ways to
address them. To achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher designed a questionnaire and
distributed it using the available sample method in the agricultural tourism sites in Ajloun, and 386
people responded. The study also relied on the descriptive analytical method. The results of the study
found a high percentage of young unmarried males who hold a bachelor’s degree, and the study
showed that most of the visitors are from low-income families whose monthly income is less than
800 dinars. While the most important challenges were the weak marketing efforts locally and
globally; Accordingly, the study suggests the necessity of making tourist farms to develop tourism,
support the local community, and involve women in agricultural tourism.
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
